	Edison Charter Academy is a tuition-free, public charter school opened in 1998. Our rich and challenging educational program emphasizes a research-based curriculum including SRA Imagine It reading, Real Math and Glencoe McGraw-Hill mathematics. In addition, students are taught higher level thinking skills through project-based learning at every grade level. We dedicate ourselves to the creative and performing arts by educating our students in five enrichment areas – Art; Music; Drama; Dance and; Physical Education. We also strive to improve students’ well-being by providing nutritious and organic meals and increasing opportunities for physical activity and safe, meaningful play. Accountability Progress


Edison Charter Academy focuses on overall student achievement and strives towards ongoing progress in instruction and student learning. ECA uses California State Testing (CST) instruments – STAR (California Standardized Testing and Reporting for English-Language Arts and Mathematics, History and Science); CELDT (California English Language Development); and various other tests to gauge student progress on an annual basis (as well as using content-area benchmarks to monitor throughout the year). 

ECA also measures progress of student subgroups to support students with varied learning styles and address individual needs. 

ECA also measures progress through the Adequate Yearly Progress and Academic Performance Index. The API is a single number, ranging from a low of 200 to a high of 1000, that reflects a school’s, or a subgroup’s performance level, based on the results of statewide testing. Its purpose is to measure the academic performance and growth of schools. The API is calculated by converting a student’s performance on statewide assessments across multiple content areas into points on the API scale. These points are then averaged across all students and all tests.
The key features of the API include the following: 
· The API is based on an improvement model. It is used to measure the academic growth of a school. The API from one year is compared to the API from the prior year to measure improvement. Each school has an annual target, and all numerically significant subgroups at a school also have targets. 

· The API requires subgroup accountability to address the achievement gaps that exist between traditionally higher- and lower-scoring student subgroups. 

· The API is a cross-sectional look at student achievement. It does not track individual student progress across years but rather compares snapshots of school or LEA level achievement results from one year to the next. 

· The API is used to rank schools. A school is compared to other schools statewide and to 100 other schools that have similar demographic characteristics. 

· The API is currently a school-based requirement only under state law. However, API reports are provided for LEAs in order to meet federal requirements under ESEA (the Elementary and Secondary Education Act).

	Next Steps
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In 2010-11 Edison Charter Academy will focus on strengthening instruction to subgroups using the following strategies:

1. Adding more tutors to the new Response to Intervention (RTI) tutoring program that was started last school year.

2. Using benchmark and state testing scores to identify students and requiring their participation in the RTI program.

3. Using ECA’s afterschool program to provide additional tutoring to identified students.

4. Using parent volunteers for reading partnerships in the younger grades and to help with small group activities during the school day.

5. Using federal funding to provide outside tutoring services as required by law as well as purchasing additional programs for our teachers and students that are Title approved for serving our specific population.

6. Hiring an accountability coordinator to work with state agencies, local agencies, parents and all stakeholders to make sure school needs are identified and addressed with available resources.

	Progress This Year
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In 2010-11 Edison Charter Academy has implemented several strategies to address the needs of our subgroups in meeting achievement targets this year. We have administered the English-Learner Self Study Assessment (ELSSA) to identify challenges for our English-Learner subgroup and have completed the Academic Program Survey to examine schoolwide program efficacy. We have implemented a teacher-led assessment committee to monitor the schoolwide student achievement with a focus on our subgroups. The goal of the committee is not only to monitor student progress but to target interventions and increase instructional efficacy. We also have expanded the RTI program increase support given to those students identified through benchmarks and CSTs.
In order to address the needs of our subgroups teachers examine student performance data formally through a process called the Cycle of Inquiry (COI), which entails examining pre- and post- test data with colleagues in a structured way, with the objective of refining classroom practice in response to data and in pursuit of student mastery of standards. Educators usually engage in the COI in grade level teams, and assessments are given every three to six weeks based on the standards in the schools pacing chart. Data are examined in a public way, and instructional strategies for re-teaching are identified and implemented. Student outcome data also informs professional development plans for individual teachers, who may receive personalized mentoring or additional training as appropriate. Staff members (administrators, counselors, etc.) also receive and analyze school-wide data on student achievement during staff meetings, and use this data to help monitor and improve the schoolwide program overall.

	Goals for Next Year
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At the end of the 2010-11 schoolyear, ECA plans not only to exceed the state and federal achievement and growth targets prescribed to us, but to build on recent successes by:
· Meeting yearly AYP expectations and expanding those gains to our subgroups by strengthening interventions targeted to them. 

· For the 2010-11 schoolyear, it is our expectation that 67.6% of all students will be proficient or advanced in English Language Arts (ELA) and 68.5% in Mathematics. Each year, we expect the number of students scoring at proficient or advanced will increase incrementally according to federal AYP yearly expected targets until the 100% mark is reached by the year 2014.
· Maintaining our Similar Schools Ranking of 10 (on the 2009 API Report) and increasing its state ranking.
